Make sure you know the following:





Parallel lines are lines that stay an equal distance apart and will never meet.


Line segments are a part of a line.


A right angle is a square corner.  It will exactly fit the corner of a regular paper.


A polygon is a two-dimensional closed figure with three or more sides whose sides are line segments.  


A triangle is any polygon with three sides.


A quadrilateral is any polygon with four sides.


A pentagon is any polygon with five sides.


A hexagon is any polygon with six sides.


An octagon is any polygon with eight sides.


A triangle can be scalene (with all sides different lengths), isosceles (with two sides the same length), or equilateral (with all sides the same length).  Scalene and isosceles triangle may also be right triangles if they have one right angle.


A quadrilateral may be a parallelogram if the opposite sides are parallel, a rectangle if the opposite sides are parallel and it has four right angles, or a square if the opposite sides are parallel, it has four right angles, and the sides are all the same length.  Rectangles and squares are special parallelograms.  Squares are special rectangles.
