· What are four ways water environments differ? They differ in the amount of salt they have, depth, amount of sunlight, and temperature.
· What are three kinds of wetlands? They are marshes, swamps, and bogs.
· What helps fish move?  The shape of a fish’s body helps it move easily, strong tails help them move forward, and fins help them steer.

· Compared with water on the surface, water at the deepest parts of the ocean is colder.
· Most of the water on earth is saltwater.

· Marine fish, mammals, and plants live in oceans.

· Algae are plantlike living things found in water. 
· Special structures that help plants and animals survive in ocean waters are called adaptations.

· Amphibians are animals that spend part of the time in the water and part of the time on land. 
· Freshwater environments have water that contains almost no salt.

· Saltwater environments have water that is very salty. 
· Gills are a body part fish use to get oxygen.

· Oceans are large bodies of salt water.

· Wetlands are environments where water covers the soil for most of the year.

· Tropical fish live in warm ocean environments. 
· Water lilies live in freshwater ponds.

· Eelgrass is a true plant that lives in the ocean.

· Algae need water, carbon dioxide gas, and sunlight to live.
· Kelp forests can grow to 30 meters tall. 

· Fish breathe oxygen from water.  
· Stingrays can camouflage themselves in the sand.
· Some animals live in the very deep ocean.  
· Wetlands filter and clean the environment.
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
